Explorers are trained in the following 
areas: traffic, crowd control, first aid, 
firearms safety, search and arrest, 
community relations, traffic stops, crime 
scene search, hostage negotiations, 
interrogations, bomb threats and more. 

Once an explorer is fully trained, they 
are prepared to regularly ride along 
with officers. Explorers also expand their 
training by attending regional and national 
conferences, which tests the explorers in 
practical situations.

Explorers participate in the following 
community events: Tour De Tonka, 
Minnetonka Summer Fest, City and 
Fire Department Open House, Hopkins 
Raspberry Festival and more.
